REPORT BY THE ASSISTANT CLERK               FOR INFORMATION 
 

1. WSCC – Public Notice that the A259 Littlehampton Bypass, will be 
temporarily closed to all traffic commencing on 28th March 2024 for up 
to 5 days (it is estimated to be completed on 29th March 2024) and is 
required for the safety of the public and workforce while West Sussex 
County Council undertakes an overnight road closure between Bridge 
Road Roundabout and Wick Roundabout for line maintenance and re-
studding works. The restriction will be in place overnight only from 
20:00 until 05:00 An alternative route will be signed on site, with 
access maintained for emergency services, residents and pedestrians. 

2. ADC – Notification that an appeal has been made to the Secretary of 
State against the decision of ADC to refuse planning permission in 
relation to planning application BR/168/23/PL (Rose Cottage, Shripney 
Road, Bognor Regis, PO22 9LN).
